Package Details:-

Day 01 (Monday 6th April,  2020) Akshardham Temple & YSS Asharam Noida 216m/37 - 21

You will visit the marvellous Hindu temple Akshardham Temple which is a showcase of Indian art & architecture, supposed to be a cultural and religious centre of New Delhi & well-conceived cultural exhibitions. Later in the afternoon you will visit the YSS Ashram Noida, and return to Hotel. Overnight stay in New Delhi.

Day 02 (Tuesday 7th April  New Delhi – Kathgodam – Ranikhet 1869m/8 - 22

You will take an early morning road trip up to Ranikhet  and  you will travel by surface up to Ranikhet, is a small hill station, you will travel by surface up to Ranikhet, is a small hill station, known its 360 degrees views of the trans- Himalaya, during the road trip to Ranikhet ( 80 km ) en-route you make a brief visit to Kainchi Dham, Baba Neem Karoli Baba Ashram, to seek a blessing from the immortal Guru. After that, you will reach there, at your hotel, in Ranikhet by 5 pm in the evening. For the next 3 days, we will be making overnights stay here in Ranikhet.

Day 03, (Wednesday 8th April) Free and Leisure Time

This day you do not move for any scheduled excursion, you take your free time to build a relationship with the nature of the Himalaya, take a long walk nearby village, interact with them and make the Himalaya your friend. As being a Hindu, for me, Himalaya is a temple.

Day 04, (Thursday 9th April) Mahavatar Babaji Cave, Kukuchina  2400m Kausani Day Excursion 1890/ 9-26 Post breakfast, check-out and you will drive to Kukuchina village, it is a point of beginning your long-awaited spiritual quest to assimilate a divine aura of Mahavatar Babaji’s cave. From Kukuchina, you have a trek of 60-90 minutes to reach Babaji Cave. After reaching there, you get plenty of free time to observe silence in the cave or nearby cave on your own; there is also a Hut of YSS, Dwarahat Ashram. So, you can join the collective meditation retreat. The cave is the place, where, Babaji revived Kriya Yoga through Lahiri Mahasaya. Later, in the afternoon, drive back to Hotel, overnight stay at Hotel in Kausani.

Day 05, (Friday 10th April ) Kausani – Bageshwar  1004m – Gwaldham 1940m/5 -10
After morning breakfast, check out from the Hotel, drive to Kausani, en- route sightseeing , the Baijnath Dham, a Shiva Temple in Kausani, the Bageshwar Dham, Bag river & temples. Later, drive to Gwaldham, in the late afternoon, check into Hotel of Gwaldham, have free time in the evening to walk nearby places, have a relax, dinner & overnight stay at Hotel in Gwaldham.

Day 06, (Saturday 11th April) Gwaldham – Joshimath 1934m/0-12
Breakfast at Hotel, check out, drive to Joshimath via Gwaldham & Karnprayag. En-route visit Buddhist Gompa Temple in Gwaldham which has a picturesque location at a height of 2000 meter and enjoy and experience the scenic Himalayan nature. It offers a panoramic, 180-degree view of the snow-clad Himalayan Mountains. Later in the afternoon, you will be reaching to Karnprayag, the confluence place of 2 Himalayan holy rivers, the Alaknanda river & Ram Ganga river, later, continue drive to Joshimath, upon arrival at Joshimath, check into Hotel, after that, you have free time to move in this tiny town on your own, have dinner & overnight stay at Hotel in Joshimath.

Day 07, (Sunday 12th April ) Joshimath-Auli-Joshimath

Morning breakfast visit Auli is a Himalayan ski resort and hill station in the north Indian state of Uttarakhand. It’s surrounded by coniferous and oak forests, plus the Nanda Devi and Nar Parvat mountains. A long cable car links Auli to the town of Joshimath. North of Auli are the colorful Badrinath Temple, a Hindu pilgrimage site, and the Valley of Flowers National Park, with its alpine flora and wildlife like snow leopards and red foxes. Have dinner & overnight stay in Hotel

Day 08,(Monday 13th April) Joshimath & Relax

After breakfast, visit Narsingh Temple, Kalpavriksha , Ghangaria. Dinner & overnight stay. 

Day 09, (Tuesday 14th April) Joshimath to Rudraprayag Town.

Post breakfast at the hotel, check out and drive to Rudraprayag, en-route visit Vishnu Prayag, a confluence of two divine Himalayan rivers, Koteshwar Mahadev Temple, is a cave temple, perched on a deep narrow valley between two Himalayan mountains, on the bank of the Alakananda in Rudraprayag. Rudraprayag is a district centre and famous for its religious importance, is a confluence of Alaknanda & Mandakini. Later check-in and rest of the day, you have free time to relax. Dinner & overnight stay.

Day 10 (Wednesday15th April) , Rudraprayag to Rishikesh 372m/20 - 26
After breakfast, You will proceed for the Rishikesh, en-route visit, Dhari Devi temple, a floating temple in the Alakananda river, Devprayag, a confluence place of Bhagirathi river & Alaknanda the river along with Raghunath, an ancient temple of Lord Rama, later, travelling down towards Rishikesh town, en-route stop at the sage Vashist Cave, which is located by the river Ganges in the midst of natural settings have free time to observe silence in the cave or those, who wish to take a deep in the river, they can take. After that, drive to Rishikesh, which is at 1-hour distance from the cave, upon arrival in Rishikesh, check-in, dinner & overnight stay.

Day 11, (Thursday 16th April ) Rishikesh Sightseeing Full-Day

Breakfast at the hotel, first a visit the Divine Life Society Ashram, Swami Sivananda. The ashram houses the Samadhi Shrine of Swami Ji. Here, in the Ashram, you have free time to explore on your own, then drive to the Laxman Jhula, a hanging iron-wired bridge& Kriya Yoga Ashram, Tapovan Saray. Later, drive back to the hotel for the lunch and you have a free time to explore the river on your own till the late afternoon, later, drive and walk for the evening Ganga Aarti of Parmath Niketan. Dinner & overnight stay.

Day 12 (Friday 17th April ) Rishikesh 

Visit Swarg Ashram, trek to Patna waterfall, visit Divine Ganga Hotel and the ashram next to it.

Day 13, (Saturday 18th April ) Rishikesh to Haridwar 314m/18 - 35
Post breakfast, check out from the Hotel, you will board on a one hour journey for Haridwar. In Haridwar, you will go to pay homage to the ashram of Swami Keshavananda, which enshrines a portion of Lahiri Mahasaya’s ashes. Later, you will then proceed to Anandamayee’ Ashram, which houses her Samadhi Shrine. Later, in the late afternoon, we will witness the Ganga Aarti at Hari-Ki-Pauri. After that, drive back to Hotel, check-in. Dinner and overnight stay.

Day 14  (Sunday 19th April) Haridwar – stay in Pantajali ashram

If not possible to stay in the ashram as they do not take advance bookings please organise a hotel in Haridwar. Quiet day at the ashram. Dinner and overnight stay.

Day 15 (Monday 20th April ) Haridwar

Morning after breakfast visit Jain Temple, Gurukul Kangri University, Neel Dhara Pakshi Vihar, Bilkeshwar Mahadev, Bharat Mata Mandir, Kankhal, Bhimgoda Tank, Doodhadhari Barfani Temple, Suresvari Devi Temple, Pawan Dham, Parad Shivling, Anandamayi Maa Ashram and Patanjali Yogpeeth. Ghats in Haridwar Hari ki Pauri Ghat, Kushwan Ghat, Mahila Ghat (Girls and Womens Ghat), Subhash Ghat. Dinner and overnight stay.

Day 16 (Tuesday 21st April ) Tiger Sanctuary in Haridwar (Rajaji National Park) Morning after breakfast visit Rajaji National Park. Dinner and overnight stay.

Day 17 (Wednesday 22nd April ) Haridwar-Delhi - Dharamshala Morning after breakfast drive to Delhi afternoon catch Dharamshala flight. On arrival transfer to hotel. Dinner and overnight stay.

Day 18 (Thursday 23rd April) Dharamshala 1452/16 - 26

Visit to Tsuglagkhang complex – book appointment with oracle (By Own) Sort out location of English conversation classes Tibet World (11am and 4pm) And Learning & ideas for Tibet (2pm) Dinner and overnight stay.

Day 19 (Friday 24th April) Dharamshala

Marvel and experience the cedar forests on the edge of the Himalayas like never before in your own private sightseeing tour like never before. The duration of the tour is eight hours and this tour's itinerary can be customized according to your own preferences.

Sometimes, please be informed that it may be difficult at times to get the connection. If any urgent messages have to be sent to any of the participants, then please contact us at Haridwar numbers.

Responsibility:- All arrangements within Chardham Yatra, reserves the right to change itineraries without prior notice, depending on the weather and road condition. Please start to get in shape NOW!!! A good 15 minutes’ walk, jogging daily, stretching and regular exercise should put you in the right shape (Concentrate on your heart & legs - Aerobics). Porters will be carrying the bulk of your equipment, but it is recommended that you bring a good day pack and are fit enough to carry snacks, filled water bottle/small scissors and knife, waterproof matches, safety pins, Thermometer, Lighter, Dehydration salt (electoral) packets, Neoprene Powder and cream. Heat balm for muscles/joints, Vicks inhaler/vaporub, Chopsticks. Dry Fruits/snacks, camera, Film, Map, Jumper, Sun Hat, First Aid Kit, Light weight Rain Gear, Extra Cloth etc.
Altitude Sickness: This is an environment related condition that can effect anyone who ascends too rapidly to high elevations without acclimatizing properly. Suggested to read any book on trekking, which has a chapter on this, and also consult your doctor.

Anti - Inflammatory: Avil, Brufen or Mortin. Aspirin / Tylenol or general painkillers. Strong sunscreen oil, skin antibiotic cream/ Antifungal Ointment Lozenges/Strepsils (plenty).

Insurance: We recommend that you insure yourself against sickness, EMERGENCY RESCUE, accident hospitalization, etc.. We are not liable and responsible for any damages or extra expenses that may arise from mishaps and the loss of their belongings during the pilgrimage.

Clothing’s: Clothing’s for both extremes of climate and temperature. While driving to Chardham Yatra, it will be warm inside the vehicle and light clothing will be required, but as soon as you step out of the vehicle, warm clothing will be required to keep off the cold winds of the Himalayas. Evening will be generally cold and warm clothing will be required We recommend that you bring along the following clothing’s and accessories with you:

Down Jacket - one / Warm thick pullover – One / Warm thin pullover – One / Warm pants – Two Light loose cotton pants – Two / Warm windproof jacket – One / Cotton full sleeve TShirts – Four / Thermal under pants long – Two / Thermal vest / warm full T-Shirts – Two / Rain coat with hood / Poncho (should be roomy) – One / "Broken - in" pair of ankle high walking boots & one extra shoe laces / Light tennis shoes & light rubber sandal / Warm woolen socks-4 / Large cotton or silk scarf-One / Warm Gloves / Towels (one big, one small) / Monkey cap and Sun heat - one each, Soft paper tissue and handkerchiefs - Plenty Washing kit.
